The grapes for our Pinot Noir come from several vineyards in the southern Okanagan.  The Pinot Noir grapes were cold soaked for 3 days and fermented on the skins for 7 days.  The wine then spent 8 months aging in new and 1 year old French oak barrels.  Production of 421cases.
TASTING NOTES

A pretty ruby red colour with a bouquet of smoked cherry, leather and humidor.  This gentle, loving Rooster has a light to medium-body with blue plum, cherry and black pepper notes caressing the palate.  Black cherries and a soft kick of spice linger on the finish.  Enjoy while young and vibrant.

Pair with mushroom lasagna, mushroom tarts, veal cutlets, duck breast, quail, La Sauvagine cheese with water crackers, and grilled salmon.
